ORGANISATION AND
PROCEDURE FOR THE JUDGES COMMITTEE

PREAMBLE:

Judges are organised as follows:
e FITA Judges, composed of:
- FITA Internationa Judges (FITA-1Js);
- FITA International Judge Candidates (FITA-1JCs).
»  Continental Judges (CJs);
* Nationa Judges (NJ).

1 FITA INTERNATIONAL JUDGES (FITA-1Js)

11 FITA International Judges (FITA-1Js) are active judges, who have an adequate
knowledge of English, appointed according to article 9.1 and fulfilling the
requirements listed in article 9.2.

FITA-1Js are eligible to serve at World Championships and, with
the limitations specified in article 10.2, at the Olympic Games.
They can serve also at Continental Championships, World
Ranking Tournaments, tournaments that are valid for
performance awards and World Records and all other
tournaments conducted under FITA Rules.

No Member Association may have more than four FITA-1Js,
except for the cases provided by article 9.1.3.

The maximum number of FITA-1Js is defined by Council yearly
in consultation with the Judges Committee.

2 CONTINENTAL JUDGES (CJ)

21 All Continental Associations may train and approve Continental Judges (CJs).

CJs are eligible to serve, with the limitations specified in
article10.3, at Continental Championships, World Ranking
Tournaments and all other tournaments shot under FITA Rules.

Each Continental Association will accredit its own CJs.

Training and approval procedures will comply with the
instructions of the Judges Committee to ensure consistency in
judging in tournaments shot under FITA Rules.

Applications for CJ must be submitted to the relevant
Continental Association on behalf of the applicants by their
Member Associations. Member  Associations may only
recommend Judges who have been accredited as National Judges
for a minimum of two years.

The Continental Associations will arrange, on a regular basis,
seminars for nationally recommended applicants to be examined
for CJ status. Member Associations may request these seminars.
The seminars will be run in one of FITA-s official languages or
in a language widely spoken in that Continental area.

The Continental Association will define the length of the
accreditation period, the age limit (if any), and the requirements
necessary for the renewal.

FITA INTERNATIONAL JUDGE CANDIDATES (FITA-IJCs)

CJs who have attended a course organised by the Judges
Committee and passed the relevant test (as per article 6) may
obtain the FITA accreditation as specified in article 5 and be
referred to as FITA International Judge Candidates (FITA-1JCs).
Upon having FITA accreditation they are eligible to serve at
World Championships.

NATIONAL JUDGES (NJs)

All Member Associations must train and approve Nationa Judges (NJ).

NJs are eligible to serve, with the limitations specified in
article 10.4, at World Ranking Tournaments. They can serve also
at tournaments that are valid for performance awards and World
Records.

Each Member Association will accredit its own NJs.

Training and approval procedures will comply with the
instructions of the Judges Committee to ensure consistency in
judging in tournaments conducted under FITA Rules.

FITA JUDGES ACCREDITATION (FITA-1Js and FITA-1JCs)

The Judges Committee is responsible for the accreditation of FITA Judges.

The period of accreditation is from the end of the World Archery
Championships held in the year before the Olympic Gamesto the
end of the next World Archery Championships held in the year
before the Olympic Games.

The first accreditation that starts from the date of approval of the
judge s test and expires at the end of that accreditation period.
Accreditation may be withdrawn before the expiration of that
term according to article 8.

The Judges Committee will be responsible for the renewal of
accreditation. Once initially accredited, all FITA Judges
activities will be reviewed and they will be considered for
renewal of the accreditation at the end of the accreditation term.

The Judges Committee will be responsible for regular training
and updating of FITA Judges through the publication of the
FITA Judges Newsletter , the organisation of confe rences and
seminars, and by means of other appropriate systems.

A member of the Judges Committee (the Judge Observer ) will
be present on the competition venues of all of the World
Championships as observer in order to study judging procedures
and FITA Judges performances. These dutieswill be carried out
in co-operation with the chairperson of the Tournament Judge
Commission. The access to the competition area for the Judge
Observer will be agreed with the Technical Delegate, the
chairperson of the Tournament Judge Commission and the
chairperson of the Organising Committee. The members of the
Judges Committee are allowed as observers at the competition
venues of the World Ranking Tournaments and all other FITA
recognised events.

The Judges Committee may delegate other experienced persons
to act as Judge Observer in agreement with the Executive
Committee. These delegates shall not be FITA Judges.

Judges who have retired or who have not been re-accredited
because of inactivity may ask to be re-instated as FITA-1Js (or
FITA-1JCs, as applicable) following the procedure of article 6.

The Judges Committee will review the application and,
depending on the period and the reasons for the inactivity,
decide if the applicant must attend a training seminar and pass a
renewal test.
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6 FIRST ACCREDITATION FOR FITA INTERNATIONAL JUDGE
CANDIDATES (FITA-IJCs)

6.1 Member Associations may only recommend experienced NJs to the Judges
Committee for the FITA-1JC test.

6.1.1 The applicants must have been accredited as a NJ for a minimum
of three years.

6.1.2 The applicants must be accredited asa CJ.

6.1.3 The applicants must have an adequate knowledge of English.

6.1.4 The applicant must have served in at least one World Ranking
Tournament or in other major tournaments sanctioned by a
Continental Association with a positive evaluation of the
chairperson of the Tournament Judge Commission.

6.1.5 The applicant must not be older than 65 years.

6.2 Applications for FITA-IJC status must be submitted to FITA on behaf of the
applicants by their Member Associations. Member Associations may obtain
application forms from the FITA Office.

6.2.1 The applications must be signed by the applicant and the
relevant Continental Association.

6.2.2 Applications must indicate: name of Member Association, name,
gender, birth date and nationality of the applicant; the seminar
to which the application refers, languages spoken, date when
appointed NJ and date when appointed CJ.

6.2.3 The application must report the applicants experience at
tournaments mentioned in article 6.1.4.

6.2.4 By signing the form, the Continental Association certifies that the
applicant received a positive evaluation by the chairperson of
the Tournament Judge Commission of the tournaments where he
was on duty (article 6.1.4).

6.3 The Judges Committee will arrange on a regular basis seminars for nationaly
recommended applicants to be examined for obtaining the FITA-IJC status.
Member Associations may request these seminars, and these requests will be
coordinated by their Continental Associations. The seminarswill be run in English.

6.3.1 A written test will be given to all eligible applicants at the
completion of the seminar. The evaluation of the applicants will
be based on the quality of their oral contribution to the seminar,
and on the written test.

6.3.2 The Judges Committee will notify all registered applicants the
results through their Member Associations, with a copy to their
Continental Associations.

6.4 The test board will be present for the entire seminar and will be formed by two
members of the Judges Committee. Failing the avail ability of two members of the
Judges Committee, one of them could be replaced by a member of the C&R
Committee, Target Archery Committee or Field Archery Committee. The Judges
Committee will be responsible for such an appointment.
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6.5 Applicants passing the seminar test will remain FITA-1JCs for at least two years
and until they have successfully served at international events recognised by FITA
and where FITA-IJsare in control.

6.5.1 The candidates are subject to the FITA Judge Renewal
procedure.

6.5.2 The procedure to be re-appointed at the end of an accreditation
term is the same of FITA-1Js and is reported in article 7 and

following.
6.5.3 The procedures to obtain the FITA-1Js status is detailed in
article. 9.1.
7 FITA JUDGE RENEWAL
7.1 Renewal depends on fulfilling the following requirements:

7.1.1 Regularly responding to the mandatory case studies contained in
each issue of the FITA Judges Newsl etter.

7.12 Making themselves available for at least one judge duty where
the Judges Committee is responsible for appointing judges or
World Ranking Tournaments, every two years.

7.13 Completing and returning, within the deadline announced, the
"Judge renewal application to the FITA Office at | east 60 days
before accreditation expires. The application must be supported
by the Member Association and the Continental Association of
the applicant.

714 Pass a renewal evaluation run by the Judges Committee. The
evaluation consists of two parts;

* A written open-book test to be taken in the last year of the
accreditation period and at least 60 days before the
accreditation expires. This part is aimed to verify that the
judge has up-to-date knowledge of the FITA Rules and that
the judge is able to enforce them in real situations and
according to the Judges Committee approved procedures;

* The analysis of the reports by the chairperson of the
Tournament Judge Commissions where the judge was on
duty and by the Judge Observer when present; this part is
aimed to verify the actual performance of the judge in
competition.

7.15 Judges failing the written test but having a satisfactory
performance evaluation will be notified of the result by the
Judges Committee; these judges may request (within the
deadline announced in the notification) to take a second written
open-book test. This possibility does not apply if the judge
concerned has already used the same possihility in the previous
renewal.

Renewal will be denied to FITA-IJs who are determined as being inactive, do not
apply for renewal or do not pass the renewal evaluation.

The same appliesto FITA-1JCs.

The judges to whom the FITA Judge accreditation has not been
renewed will be notified with a copy to his Member Association
and Continental Association.

An appeal against the denia of renewal may be lodged with Council.

The person, the Member Association or the Continental
Association concerned should direct this request through the
Secretary General.

The appeal must explicitly refer to the procedure that allegedly
has not been properly applied. The appeal cannot refer to the
technical evaluation for which the Judges Committee is solely
responsible.

Upon request, the Judges Committee will supply to Council,
activity records and reports for any person whom the Judges
Committee denies renewal.

WITHDRAWAL OF FITA JUDGE ACCREDITATION

Noncompliance with articles 7.1.1 and 7.1.2.

As soon as a judge fails to comply with the requirements
specified in articles 7.1.1 and 7.1.2, he will be notified by the
Judges Committee with a "warning of inactivity" with a copy to
his Member Association and Continental Association, asking the
reasons for his inactivity and for a declaration that he wants to
continue as a FITA Judge. The Judges Committee will review
the case again after 90 days of the notification being sent, taking
into consideration the documentation received from the judge
concerned. If the Judge Committee confirms its previous decision
of inactivity, the judge will be notified that his accreditation is
withdrawn effective immediately. Copies of this |etter will be sent
to his Member Association and Continental Association.

An appeal against the withdrawal of the FITA Judge
accreditation may be lodged with Council with the same
procedures of article 7.3.

The FITA Judge accreditation expires at the end of the
judge s 65" year.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS

Appointment to FITA-1J
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9.1.1 The upgrading of a FITA-1JC to FITA-1J depends on fulfilling
the following requirements:

* Be a position vacant (as per articles 1.1.3 or 9.1.3); the
vacancy is announced in the official World Archery
Information or in the FITA website;

= Be requested by the Continental Association; the request
must be signed by the judge and his Member Association;

* Fulfil the criteria for the FITA-1J status detailed in
article 9.2.

912 If there are fewer vacant positions than the number of
candidates, the Judges Committee will select the persons to be
appointed according a compar ative analysis taking into account:
» Thegrade of fulfilling the requirements of article 9.2
» The existence of FITA goals or policies concerning the

geographical distribution or gender equity.

9.13 Thelimit of article 1.1.2 may be increased up to six:

* Incase of the FITA-1J to be appointed is a woman;

 For Member Associations, to be identified by Council,
hosting a large number of International Events, and having a
large number of active archers.

9.2 Requirements for the FITA-1J status.

921 At the first upgrading process and at the renewal process,-the
Judges Committee will verify if the FITA-1Js fuelfil the
requirement listed in this article. If failing, he loses the FITA
accreditation

9.2.2 To maintain the FITA accreditation, a FITA-1J must fulfil the
following requirements:

* To have served in Tournaments where the Judges
Committee is responsible for appointing judges or other
events of an international standard acceptable to the FITA
Judges Committee, in the last four years;

* To have adequately responded to all of the mandatory case
studies contained in each issue of the FITA Judges
Newsl etter in the last two years;

* To have passed the last renewal test;

* To have received a positive evaluation by the Judge
Observer in the previous four years;

= Besupported by the Continental Association.

9.3 To be dligible to serve at the Olympic Games, or to be appointed as the chairperson

of the Tournament Judge Commission at World Championships and at Games, a
FITA-1J must fulfil the following requirements:
